Dear colleagues,

| am writing to you ahead of the Tiirk-is Rally “Workers’ Gathering” on 20 October in Ankara
to extend our solidarity greetings. EPSU, representing more than 8 million workers from
270 unions, across Europe and beyond, including Turkiye, fully supports your rally at this
difficult time when the impacts of the economic crisis are deeply felt.

We are closely following the cost-of-living crisis facing our members in Tirkiye. We know
that economic models that fail to prioritise the well-being of workers, disregard fair taxation,
and violate trade union rights, will bring nothing but poverty and insecurity to workers. The
fact that the official minimum wage for 2024, set at 17,002.12 TL, falls below the hunger
threshold of 19,830 TL as determined by Tirk-is (as of September 2024), clearly
demonstrates the current injustice.

On 19 October,
workers in Italy/Rome, and on 29 October, workers across France will be raising similar
demands in different languages. We want to stress that your struggle will resonate far
beyond the borders of Turkiye and become the shared voice of workers across Europe.
EPSU fully supports the unions’ campaigns for higher wages and better working conditions
across Europe and beyond. We bring together our members' struggles in EPSU, build
international solidarity, and work together for solutions.

We are confident that your rally will ensure that workers' voices are heard ahead of the
upcoming 2025 Minimum Wage negotiations. This Workers’ Gathering is not just a rally; it
is a demand for the dignity and justice that every worker deserves. We wish you every
success with your Workers’ Gathering and, as EPSU, we reiterate our support.
